The interrogatory reads as follows:

Please refer to your response to Interrogatory DBP/USPS-135.

Please confirm, or explain if you are unable to confirm, that Post Office-to-Post Office Express Mail is an established service.

[b]
Please explain how there could not be market demand for the addition of additional claim locations.

[c]
What "harm" would occur if the service was expanded to additional claim locations since the Express Mail transportation system is already in place and it can only serve to increase the volume and revenue.

The Postal Service objected on the grounds of relevance.  While this Interrogatory may have no direct relationship to the rates for PO-PO Express Mail, it certainly relates to the service levels for that service and therefore to the value of service and then to the mark-up for Express Mail.  
The extent to which the Postal Service can improved the service being provided by Express Mail, particularly when it can be accomplished at no cost will only serve to increase the revenue and improve the Postal Service/s position.

For the reasons stated, I move to compel response to the referenced interrogatory since it is reasonably calculated to lead to the discovery of admissible evidence.
