MOTION FOR LEAVE TO FILE RESPONSE TO
SUPPLEMENTAL COMMENTS OF
THE NEWSPAPER ASSOCIATION OF AMERICA
(March 13, 2009)

The Newspaper Association of America (“NAA”) filed a Motion for Leave to File
Supplemental Comments, along with Supplemental Comments, both dated March 6, 2009. If
the Commission grants NAA leave to file those Supplemental Comments, Valpak Direct
Marketing Systems, Inc., and Valpak Dealers’ Association, Inc. (hereinafter “Valpak”) moves
for leave to file a response, which is being filed separately.

NAA'’s basis for submitting supplemental comments was that it wished to respond to
“information and to a new legal argument” offered by the Postal Service in its response to
Chairman’s Information Request No. 4, Question 7, filed March 4, 2009. The Postal Service’s
response addressed the Commission’s questions regarding worksharing discounts and price
differentials, stating “the Postal Service does not accept the premise that either shape or
density can be defined as worksharing.” See Postal Service Response to Chairman’s
Information Request No. 4, Question 7. Of course, the Postal Service’s position was implicit

in its initial filing, in that it did not file any workshare information relating to shape or density

(since they are not worksharing under 39 U.S.C. section 3622(e)) with respect to Standard
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Mail in its initial filing as otherwise would have been required by Commission Rules. NAA
offers new arguments which are not persuasive and would lead the Commission into a violation
of the Postal Accountability and Enhancement Act. If the Commission permits NAA’s
Supplemental Comments, it should also permit Valpak’s Response to those Comments.
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
