My understanding is that the Postal Service is unaware of operational factors that
explain the productivity variation for the 3-pass DPS operation category.
Because of the small number of MODS observations underlying this category,

the associated productivity is sensitive to outlying data points. The 2000 data, in

particular, appear to contain several high-productivity outliers.
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
