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THE PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

This ruling establishes dates for the remaining significant milestones in the completion of development of the evidentiary record in this docket.

The Postal Service filing requested an expeditious turnaround by the Commission.  Delays in identifying and providing important documentation have frustrated that goal to some extent; however, the Commission remains intent on providing an advisory opinion in a sufficiently timely fashion to contribute to rational and effective network development.
  To that end, the remaining schedule is somewhat more compressed than participants have requested.
