In Section IV.A. of your testimony concerning Automation Flats, you assume new
flats definitions and presort requirements to estimate that "The average unit
increase in postage costs for the delivery of these products at the Non-Flat
Machinables rate would be approximately 115%." (page 7, lines 11-12) Using
the flats definitions and presort requirements that the USPS proposed in the
September 27, 2006, Federal Register, please update your estimate.
