SAS Program Used in Calculation of Cost per Cubic

Foot Mile for Alaska Air Adjustment

This library reference presents the program that calculates the average costs per cubic foot-mile required for the Alaska Air Adjustment.  The calculations are performed in a self-documenting SAS program entitled, “ALASKA ADJUSTMENT AVERAGES.SAS.”  This library reference contains both electronic and hardcopy versions of the program, log, and listing.

The methods of calculation follow exactly those established by the Postal Rate Commission in Docket No. R2000-1 as described on pages 59-61 of USPS-T-18.

The calculation proceeds in the following steps:

1. 
Read in the HCSS and unusual observations data sets.

2.
Define the relevant account categories.

3.
Select the transportation contract cost segments for each category (e.g. remove the box route contracts.)

4.
Eliminate unusual observations.

5.
Calculate cubic foot-miles.

6.
Calculate the average cost per cubic foot-mile for each account by dividing total cost for that account by the total cubic foot-miles for that account.
