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Permit System Documentation Description

The Permit System has as its primary objective the automation of customer trust fund account maintenance in post offices for Permit Imprint and Periodicals.  Permit maintains information regarding customer use of meters and precancelled stamps, performs the accounting for revenue generated by Permit customers, and tracks customer product use.  Source documents for this process are the postage statements that customers use to document the quantities of bulk and presort mail they enter through business mail entry units and detached mail units located at mailers' plants.  As a consequence of the primary objective described above, mail volume, revenue, and weight statistics from Permit System are transmitted to the Corporate Business Customer Information System (CBCIS) which provides input to Revenue, Pieces, and Weight (RPW) processing.

Permit System documentation is provided in five parts:
