In his new role, Mr. Ruble will oversee the day-to-day operations of the Commission’s Office of Secretary and Administration which provides management and staff support to the Commission’s operational offices. Mr. Ruble joins the Commission after an extensive career in the Armed Forces. Most recently, he served as the Director of Field Support Activity for the U.S. Navy where he managed the Chief of Naval Operations’ $1.4 billion budget. In 2007, he retired from the United States Army as a Lieutenant Colonel after a 25-year career, specializing in transportation, finance, and logistics during which he received numerous commendations.
